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1 Introduction

First, the goal of this proposal is not to undermine T13, but to avoid producing conflicting materials and requirements.

There have recently been several proposals for T13’s “D1697 - SerialTransport (ATA8-ST)” project regarding Serial ATA devices.

These either attempt to 

a) define new behaviors that have not previously been defined by the Serial ATA International Organization (SATA-IO), or

b) 
This activity  will cause a diversion into two competing Serial ATA standards.

In addition, the material that is being attempted to be imported into T13 is soon to be obsoleted by SATA-IO, as multiple documents are merged into a single standards document.  This means that T13 documents that even ‘refer’ to a current SATA-IO document will refer to obsolete information.


2 Proposal

I propose that T13 committee establish a policy regarding serial ATA –specific devices and behaviors, such that T13:
